Preparation Checklist

Review Year 10 Topics - Go over key topics you've already studied: algebra, fractions, percentages, equations, graphs, probability, and geometry.
Organise Your Notes - Make sure your Maths folder is neat. Group topics and highlight key formulas and methods.
Create a Formula Sheet - Learn which formulas you need to memorise and practise using them regularly.
Top Revision Tips
Make a Revision Timetable aim for 20–30 mins per session, 3–4 times a week.
Practice Past Papers - Use official GCSE papers. Set a timer and try exam-style questions under real conditions.

Learn from Mistakes - Don’t just practise what you already know—focus on what you get wrong and improve it!
