	Transcendent
	God is beyond time and space.
	‘God transcends everything, he is above all of creation.’

	Immanent 
	God is present within all life on Earth.
	‘God is immanent, he is present in creation.’

	Resurrection
	Rising from the dead.
	‘Jesus rose from the dead, on Sunday.’

	Crucifixion
	A method of execution by which criminals are nailed to a cross.
	‘Jesus was crucified on Friday.’

	Holy Trinity
	The belief that there are three persons in the one God.
	‘There are three persons of the Holy Trinity, Father, Son and Holy Spirit.’

	Salvation
	Saving the soul deliverance from sin and admission to Heaven.
	‘Jesus died so that we could receive the gift of salvation.’

	atonement
	The suffering and death of Jesus made it possible for people to be reconciled with God. We achieve at-one-ment with God.
	‘Jesus died to atone for the sins of humanity.’

	Liturgical worship
	A church service which follows a set pattern.
	‘Holy Communion is a form of liturgical worship.’

	Non-liturgical worship
	A service that does not follow a set pattern.
	‘Quakers take part in non-liturgical and spontaneous worship.’

	Sacraments
	Rituals which are outward signs of inward grace.
	‘Holy Communion is a sacrament.’

	Baptism
	A ritual through which people become members of the Church.
	‘Some people are baptised as a baby and others as an adult.’

	Eucharist
	A word meaning ‘thanksgiving’ which is also used to describe the Holy Communion service.
	‘Eucharist is a very important sacrament.’

	Pilgrimage
	A journey made for religious reasons.
	‘Christians go on pilgrimage to Lourdes.’

	Reconciliation
	To restore harmony after relationships have broken down.
	‘The Catholic Church has a sacrament of reconciliation.’

	Persecution
	Hostility and ill treatment, especially because of race or religion.
	‘Early Christians experienced persecution.’

	Agape
	Selfless love shown towards other people.
	‘Jesus taught his disciples the importance of Agape or selfless love.’

	Transubstantiation
	The belief that the bread and wine transform into the blood and body of Christ.
	‘The doctrine of transubstantiation teaches that the bread and wine are sacred.’
