	Commandment
	A law given by God.

	Descendant
	A person who is descended from a specific ancestor.
	‘The descendants of Moses and Abraham travelled to the Canaan.

	Destiny
	The belief that a person’s future is fixed or predetermined
	‘He believed in destiny.’

	Omniscient
	All Knowing
	‘God is omniscient he knows the past, present and the future.’

	Omnipotent
	All Powerful
	‘God is omnipotent he has power over everything.’

	Liberation
	Freedom
	‘The Hebrew people were liberated from Egypt.

	Idolatry
	The worship of Idols.
	‘Thou shalt not make false idols.’

	Slavery
	When one Human being is owned by another.
	‘The Hebrew people were enslaved in Egypt.’

	A form of execution.
	‘Jesus was crucified.’

	Resurrection
	The action of restoring a person to life.
	‘Jesus was resurrected on Sunday.’

	Incarnation
	When God takes a physical or earthly form.
	‘Jesus was the incarnation of God.’

	Saviour
	A person who saves someone from danger.
	‘Jesus is our saviour.’ 

	Salvation
	To be rescued or delivered from harm. Receiving the gift of eternal life in Heaven
	‘Jesus died so we could be saved, this is the meaning of salvation.’

	Redemption
	The action of saving or being saved from sin, error, or evil.
	‘Jesus died so that we may be redeemed from sin.’ 

	Atonement
	The action of making amends for a wrong or injury.
	‘Confession is an act of atonement.’

	Penance
	An outward expression of repentance or regret for sinful actions or wrongdoing.
	‘You must say five Hail Mary Prayers as penance.’

	Heaven
	A place made by God, where people go after death. 
	‘Christians believe that people go to Heaven when they die.’
