	Retribution
	Punishment inflicted on someone for the purpose of Vengeance.
	‘Retribution is a form or revenge, usually the punishment is equal to the crime.’

	Vengeance
	Punishment inflicted as payment for wrongdoing.
	‘The death penalty could be said to be an act of Vengeance.’

	Vindication
	Punishing offenders harshly in-order to protect the laws authority. 
	‘Societies may inflict harsh punishments on offenders to vindicate the law.’

	Justice
	Fairness in the way people are treated.
	‘Criminals must be brought to justice.’

	Perpetrator
	Someone who has committed a crime.
	‘The perpetrator of a crime should be given a fair trial.’

	Animus malus
	Evil intention
	‘The crime was committed with animus malus or evil intention.’

	Animus nocendi – awareness of the harmful or illegal nature of actions
	Awareness of the harmful or illegal nature of actions.
	‘The perpetrator was fully aware that his action was evil.’

	‘The current high temperatures are the result of climate change.’

	Global warming
	A gradual increase in the overall temperature of the Earth’s atmosphere.
	‘The ice caps are melting because of climate change.

	The Three poisons
	A Buddhist teaching which identifies the origin of suffering; greed, hatred and ignorance.
	‘Environmental destruction is the result of greed, one of the three poisons. 

	The Eightfold Path
	A Buddhist teaching which identifies eights ways to end all suffering.
	‘Right mindfulness is found on the Noble Eightfold Path.’

	Stewardship
	The Christian belief that God gave us the duty to care for his creation.
	‘Everyone should work to be good stewards of God’s creation.’

	Dominion
	The Christian belief that God wanted us to rule over the Earth and all her life forms.
	‘You shall have dominion over the fish of the sea and the birds of the air.’
