	Design
	A plan or drawing produced to show how a product will look and function before it is made.
	Amir created a design for a flat-pack bookshelf.

	Development
	The process of improving and refining design ideas.
	During the development stage, Mia tested different hinge mechanisms to make her storage box easier to open and close.

	Coping saw
	A Hand tool used to cut curves and intricate shapes.
	Use a coping saw to carefully cut out the curved outline of a wooden key holder.

	Junior Hacksaw 
	A small hand saw used for cutting metal, plastic, and other hard materials.
	When cutting soft metal you would use a junior hacksaw.

	Sketch
	A quick, freehand drawing used to communicate or develop design ideas.
	Before making a prototype, you should produce several sketches to show different design ideas.

	Client
	A person or group who requests a product.
	Tom designed a pencil case for his client, his younger sister, making sure it had no sharp edges.

	Customer 
	A person who buys or uses a product.
	Thinking about what your customer likes and dislikes is important when designing.

	Target market
	The specific group of people who might buy a product.
	Ella designed a bright, compact pencil case specifically for her target market of primary school children.

	Plywood
	A man-made wood created by gluing together thin layers or wood.
	Plywood is a strong material because it is made from lots of layers.

	Aluminium 
	A lightweight, strong, and soft metal.
	Aluminium is a good material to choose if you want to make a product that is light weight.
