	Client 
	A person or group who requests a product.
	Tom designed a pencil case for his client, his younger sister, making sure it had no sharp edges.

	Design fixation
	When a designer becomes stuck on one idea or solution and struggles to explore alternative designs, limiting creativity.
	Designers experienced design fixation when they trying to copy a popular design instead of experimenting with her own creative shapes.

	Iteration 
	The process of repeating a design or model, making improvements each time.
	After testing his first pencil case prototype, Omar made several iterations, adjusting the compartments.

	Aesthetic 
	The visual appearance or style of a product.
	Oak is a very aesthetic material because it has a defined wood grain.

	Function
	What a product is designed to do or the purpose it serves.
	The function of a wooden spoon is to mix ingredients.

	Dimensions 
	The measurements of a product, such as its length, width, height, or depth.
	Before cutting the material, it is important to check the dimensions of the table the product will be placed on.

	Laser cutter
	A machine that uses a focused laser beam to cut, engrave, or etch materials like wood and acrylic.
	I used the laser cutter to engrave my name and logo onto acrylic.

	Acrylic
	A strong, transparent plastic that can be cut, shaped, or engraved.
	Acrylic can be cut and engraved in the laser cutter.

	Engrave
	To carve, cut, or etch a design, text, or pattern into a material, often for decoration.
	I engraved my name onto my phone holder to make it more personal.

	Thermoplastic 
	A type of plastic that becomes soft and mouldable when heated and hardens again when cooled.
	A thermoplastic is good if you want to create soft curves out of plastic.

	Line bender
	A tool that heats and bends thermoplastic materials like acrylic.
	Use a line bender to shape the sides of the acrylic phone stand.

	Evaluation 
	The process of assessing a product or design to judge how well it meets its intended purpose.
	After completing his pencil case, he carried out an evaluation to see if it was strong, practical, and appealing to his target market.
