	Wildlife            
     
	Undomesticated plants, animals, fungi, and other organisms living in their natural environment, or which grow or live wild in an area without human introduction
	Habitat loss—due to destruction, fragmentation, or degradation of habitat—is the primary threat to the survival of wildlife

	Textiles

	Textiles Textile is an umbrella term that includes various fibre-based materials, including fibres, yarns, filaments, threads, and different types of fabric.  
	Textiles are flexible materials made from fibres that are interlaced, twisted, or pressed together to form a network of yarn or thread

	Design
	A plan or drawing produced to show the look and function or workings of a building, garment, or other object before it is made.  
	The restaurants design their own menu, and set the meal prices

	Applique
	A decorative needlework technique where fabric shapes are sewn onto a larger piece of fabric to create a design.
	The word "appliqué" comes from the French word for "to attach

	Shibori
	A traditional Japanese resist dyeing technique that creates patterns on fabric by binding, stitching, folding, or compressing it before dyeing
	Shibori textiles are very expensive due to the time and skill required to produce them.

	Fabric Dye
	Fabric dye is a substance, natural or synthetic, used to add or change the colour of textiles by creating a strong chemical bond with the fibres
	To use fabric dye, first wash and pre-wet the fabric to remove any finishes.

	Hand-stitching  
	A sewing needle and thread are used by hand, to join pieces of fabric together, creating functional items like clothing or curtains
	The whip stitch is probably the fastest and easiest of all the hand sewing stitches, and perfect for beginners

	Interior  
	The inside part of something. e.g.the interior of a building/a car.
	The original interior of the hotel has been replaced

	Nature  
	The physical world including plants, animals, the landscape, and other features and products of the earth. The five elements of nature are: earth, water, fire, air, and space
	Being in nature, lowers cortisol levels (the stress hormone), helping us feel calmer and more relaxed.

	Research     
	The process of collecting, organising, and analysing information to increase knowledge and understanding of a topic  
	The reporter made hundreds of telephone calls while researching the story 

	Environment  
	The air, water, and land in or on which people, animals, and plants live
	Simple actions like recycling and planting trees help protect the environment.
